MELODI structure (1)

e MELODI members:

— They are accepted by the Governing Board
on review of their application for membership
(model letter to be published on website)

— Plenary assembly of Members once a year to
discuss and approve MELODI policy, and
elect officers

— Plenary Assembly to be held in conjunction
with a scientific workshop.
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MELODI structure (2)

 Governing Board

— A relatively small group (107?), able to meet as frequently
as needed, to steer the activities in line with agreed
policies.

— Proposed composition: see MELODI draft Doc N°1

e Scientific Committee

— alarger body ( 307?), responsible for:
» the scientific supervision of the elaboration of the SRA,

» the independant review of R&T projects on behalf of member
organisations (including DoReMi), for consistency with the SRA.

— Proposed composition: see MELODI draft Doc N°1
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MELODI structure (3)

 Working Groups : They will be set up at
Assembly level, on an ad hoc basis, for
the preparation of MELODI deliverables
(SRA, Reports,...). All members can apply
to participate, contributing their own
resources.

e Secretariat : to be provided, at least In the
first years, by the founding members on a
voluntary rotating basis.
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Respective Roles of MELODI and DoReMi

DoReMi, A Network of Excellence:

« To develop and implement a “transition research agenda”
(TRA) within the Ilimited time frame and organisational
perimeters of the NoE

« To contribute to the wider development of MELODI, notably by
bringing its scientific input into the open dialogue of the
Platform

« To take into account the results of MELODI work and SRA for
the future calls for R8D actions within the NoE

MELODI, A European R&T Platform:

- To develop a long term strategic agenda for research and
training in Europe on low dose risk issues

« The SRA and road map should be sufficiently supported by
all stakeholders (including the R8D community) to allow the
EC and Member States to rely on it to guide EU and national
RSD policies
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MELODI and DOREMI: Complementarity

« MELODI Draft Document N2 provides an analysis on the
relationship . Comments will be appreciated.

« MELODI will propose and maintain a SRA for the benefits of
Its members and of the EU, using inter allia input from
DoReMi,

« MELODI will not initially run its « own » projects.

« MELODI Scientific Committee will provide an independant
review capability, including for DoReMi « open call »
projects.

 DoReMi will run research projects , based on open calls and
In accordance with participation rules to be negociated with
EC, on the basis of the SRA (initially the « TRA).

 DoReMi will also contribute to integrative activities which will
promote and facilitate the implementation of MELODI SRA.
